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Wisebag Instruction Checklist
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Instructions: Pharmacists, or other designated staff, are to use this checklist as a guide when instructing participants how to use the Wisebag, Diary Card, and study-provided stickers.    
The following product use instructions were reviewed with the participant (all items should be reviewed with the participant):

· Every day the participant should: Open the Wisebag (one time only). Remove one sticker and place it on the diary card in the box that corresponds to the correct day and time the sticker is removed. Close the Wisebag. 

· Try to remember to open the bag and remove the sticker at approximately the same time every day. However, if this is not done, that is OK. Put a sticker on the card only on days when the bag is opened
· If a planned time or an entire day is missed, do not go back and add stickers to the card for that time or day. 

· If the bag is opened more than once on a day, do not put stickers for every opening. Put only  1 sticker on the card per day. You will be asked about these other openings at the Exit Visit – you can make notes on the diary cards if that will help you remember them.
· With each Wisebag opening and closing, make sure the zip is all the way open and all the way closed. 

· Keep the Diary Card next to, but not inside of, the Wisebag.  That way you can see the Diary Card and it will help remind you.

· The Wisebag is valuable and should be transported and stored safely. It must be returned to the study clinic when you come back for your Exit visit. 

· The device must not be tampered with or removed from the bag.

· Use only the Wisebag that is assigned to you

· Contact the clinic if you have any questions or have trouble using the Wisebag
